TRAIL DETAILS
• Length: 31.5 miles
• Surface: Crushed rock and original ballast surfacing. 

Former railroad trestles have been decked and hand 
railed from Duvall to Rattlesnake Lake with one on-
road detour in the City of Snoqualmie.

• Accessibility: Due to the crushed rock surface, the 
trail is not readily accessible to people in wheelchairs.

• Users: Frequent users include mountain bikers, 
hikers, horseback riders, birders, walkers and more!
